The Pan-African Academy of Christian Surgeons (PAACS) is a unique
program that blends expert surgical and related specialty training with
spiritual discipleship. When combined, Christian surgeons and related
specialists are able to improve access to surgical and specialty care in
Africa, while sharing the gospel and providing hope to their patients.

In some parts of Africa, access to qualified surgeons and
anesthesiologists is extremely limited. The World Health Organization
recommends at least one surgeon per 20,000 people. Yet, in many
regions, this ratio is alarmingly lower—one surgeon may serve up to
250,000 people or even worse, up to 2.5 million. This severe shortage
means that many Africans face higher risks of complications and often
succumb to otherwise treatable conditions. Patients frequently travel
great distances over several days, seeking essential services that are
standard in more developed regions. Additionally, over 435,000,000
Africans are considered unreached with the gospel. 

PAACS addresses these needs by training African physicians as
surgeons, anesthesiologists, and obstetrician/gynecologists in mission
hospitals across Africa. Surgical and anesthesia care is a ministry that
addresses both illnesses and injuries, while bringing hope for their
suffering that can only come from Jesus Christ. Our holistic training
programs are led by experienced faculty who mentor residents in both
the science of surgery and anesthesia and the art of compassionate
caregiving with sharing the gospel. 

Expert Training: PAACS equips residents with the skills necessary to
handle complex surgical and anesthesia procedures in resource-
limited settings, enhancing the capacity for surgical and specialty
care across the continent.
